We need 7 LARGE bags of ice for the coolers as well (Vicki will get them too, if someone will load them for her).  We need volunteers to make brownies that we will sell at Bob’s – Kim is making some – Ric volunteered Patsy to make brownies.  If you are new to this chapter, this event is a good opportunity to meet members and socialize at the same time.
· August 20th – Mandatory Event for ALL members – our Annual Bull and Shrimp Feast at the Columbian Center in Severna Park – we are going to print 384 tickets for this event – there will be 2 less tables this year compared to last year – the table layout will be the same as last year and the two tables that we are eliminating were really more in the way than needed.  The tickets are $30/person – this is for the meal – the ride in the morning is free.    If you purchase multiple tables, we will try our very best to keep all those tables together, which is pretty much what we did last year.  Remember, if you buy your ticket from another member; please let Jim Miller know that you have indeed purchased your ticket.  If you don’t, Jim won’t know that you already have your ticket and he will mail you a ticket, expecting payment for it.  Once again, we will have a cash bar.  The door prizes this year will be posted on a board, rather than drawn during the event like last year.  The money wheel will operate the entire time this year (we lost about 1 hour on the wheel last year while the door prize tickets were being drawn – not this year – making money is the name of the game).  There is going to be a surprise this year during the feast – some lucky person will win $50 for doing nothing in particular – it will be a random pick (Jim won’t tell us what we need to be doing to be that lucky person – then we would all be doing it ().  FYI – the BK member from Ohio, and his daughter, have already called about attending this year too – he is coming!!
NEW BUSINESS

· At the last meeting, we tabled the idea of having event T-shirts and pins for our annual Bull and Shrimp Feast
NEW BUSINESS (cont)
· We do need to decide if we are going to purchase something this year for our chapter (it’s April people).  We still have a good supply of T-shirts/sweatshirts, all sizes, short and long sleeve.  Even when they were offered at 50% off, we didn’t sell that many.  Therefore, there really isn’t a need to order more of those.
· At the last meeting, we discussed ordering chapter T-shirts that would consist of our approved badge on the front left chest, and an exact replica of our chapter colors on the back of the shirt. (it’s all been approved)  The T-shirt would be short sleeve and black.  Jim came up with a proposal from a company that could make these shirts for us at a cost of $22/shirt – they would be black, short-sleeved T-shirts, and we would have to order 36 shirts (remember, these are only for our chapter members and their spouses).  Motion was made and seconded that we order these chapter T-shirts.  Discussion revealed that Earl Hughes’ brother does silk-screen T-shirts - Earl is going to see what his brother can do for us price wise (he will do an exact match to Jim’s proposal – apples to apples).  The motion was withdrawn – this topic is tabled until the next chapter meeting when Earl presents us with his brother’s proposal.
· Another idea would be to wait until next year and order white polo-style T-shirts made, with the International Blue Knight on the front left chest.  This shirt could be worn as part of the “dress uniform” for the club.  The idea would be for the club to absorb some of the cost of the shirts, such that the cost of the shirt to the member/spouse would be $10 and the club would pick up the difference.
