· I, and other members from this chapter, attended the International Conference in Chesapeake, Virginia – the heat was really bad down there, but otherwise we had a great time.  We took our old inventory of shirts down with us and set up a table – myself, Dave Suter and Linda Turner manned the table - we sold 80% of the shirts – made approximately $549.  There was a mandatory Board of Governor's Meeting - the topic on the floor was about a “special fund”, which entails the following – if a member is travelling to a Blue Knight event (other than your own) and you have an accident, there is a $1,000 fund available to you to file a claim to cover your expenses for that mishap (i.e.: getting a family member to you for help, renting a trailer to get you bike home, ….  Whatever you need to get you and your bike home, up to $1,000).  The problems with this are many:  it will only cover the chapter member – so if your wife/son/daughter is also involved, it won’t cover them; you must be injured and seek medical treatment.  This was voted down.  Right now they are trying to re-word the policy to cover anybody and everybody that is travelling with you, whether they are on the bike with you or on another bike.  The requirement remains that you or the injured person must seek medical treatment (don’t have to be hospitalized, just treated).  The money is per incident, so for example, if an accident happened and you needed this money, you would contact Jim, Jim would contact either the Chairman or Vice-Chairman of the Board of Governors, and they would have a check cut and Fed-Exed to you or have the money wired to you.  If you have another Blue Knight member with you that is also involved, then they are eligible for $1,000 themselves. (basically $1,000 per bike)  Whew!
