We will need 8 people to do this.  Elliott and Earl will meet prior to the ride, map it and do a cold run with the volunteers – remember – volunteer hours go towards the X-mas party
MASON DIXON CONFERENCE 
John Bull – not present – report sent via e-mail
· Please see the attached MDC report – it contains important information that members who will be attending the International Conference in July will need to know (what meetings you should attend, what you will need to attend those meetings, the topics being discussed and voted upon…).  Basically, this report pertains to a topic previously touched upon regarding elections ballots, or the lack there of.   PLEASE READ!!!!!!! 
· Reminder – for those members interested in attending the International Conference this year (its’ in Chesapeake, Virginia, July 17-22), Earl Hughes found a hotel that is much cheaper, and right across the street from the host hotel.  It is a Red Roof Inn.  He has a block of rooms reserved and can possibly reserve more rooms in the block.  Contact Earl for more information – the rooms at the host hotel were going for close to $100 (it’s all sold out now, as are many surrounding hotels) and the Red Roof rooms are going for roughly $62 + taxes.   

OLD BUSINESS
· Trailer/Grill Update – Elliott and Fred Roussey are trying to coordinate their schedules to get together.   Fred is buying the new trailer for the club.  After that, the plan has been made and the trailer will be constructed.  No more changes are going to be made.     

· August 20th – Mandatory Event for ALL members – our Annual Bull and Shrimp Feast at the Columbian Center in Severna Park – we have printed 384 tickets for this event and 200 of them are GONE ALREADY!!!!!! – THERE ARE ONLY 184 TICKETS LEFT. Effective June 30th, all members should have received and purchased their required ticket for this event, and any more that they should want.  At that time, Jim is going to open ticket sales to this event to surrounding chapters. Remember, if you buy your ticket from another member; please let Jim Miller know that you have indeed purchased your ticket.  If you don’t, Jim won’t know that you already have your ticket and he will mail you a ticket, expecting payment for it.  Also, RAFFLE TICKETS will soon be available for sale.  Each member is required to take and sell 25 tickets (either to yourself or to others) Remember: there will be multiple ways to personally make money at this event:

A motion was made by Elliott and seconded by Scott Miller that we go ahead and order T-shirts with the patch embroidered on the left front and our Chapter Rockers silk-screened on the back (black, 60/40 cotton blend, pre-shrunk).  These shirts will be available to members and their spouses ONLY, and should run $22-23/shirt.  The vote was taken, and the motion carried. NEW BUSINESS
· Jim showed a green/black reflective vest, with International Colors on the back of it – the vest is vented and apparently very comfortable (testimony from members that must wear a similar vest when riding on military bases).  You could order this vest, plain, for $55 and then add our chapter rockers to the back of it (just one option).  If interested, shoot Jim Miller an email for more information.
· 9/24/11 – our Chapter Picnic – Elliott has offered to have the picnic at his community beach – it won’t cost us a thing.  There was much discussion as to why we were not having it at Kinder Park (as in previous years), the pros/cons of having it at Elliott’s community beach vs. Kinder Park.  Since the general consensus seemed to be to go back to Kinder Park, Elliott retracted his offer of having the party at his beach.  Fred Affeldt will contact someone at Kinder Park to see if the date and our usual pavilion are available.  This will cost the club roughly $250 (give or take) for reserving the pavilion and for parking passes for everyone.
