OLD BUSINESS
· Chapter Picnic – not a great success – for those that showed up, it was great fun, but there are some things that Jim Miller feels need to be addressed:
· It was voted on by the chapter to move the picnic from August to September due to the extreme heat, in hopes that even more people would attend – instead, less people attended.  As stated earlier, 58 people confirmed they would be attending the picnic and only 38 people showed (17 members) – why this was a problem of concern is because the club spent good money ($700+)  on hamburgers/hot dogs/pulled beef for the club and to have people confirm and then not show up – that left A LOT of leftover food, which brings me to my next point I need to address:
· There was a complaint raised by a number of people regarding food being carried out by platefuls before the picnic was over.  In the past, if there was food leftover (meaning meat products – if you brought a dish and had to leave early, there was no problem with you taking your dish with you – we are speaking here about the meat), the club would auction off the leftover meat and the money raised went back into the club.  At Bob’s, leftover meat is bought back by Bob himself, and that money goes back to the club.  So in the future, any food removed from the event must be approved by the President or Vice-President, unless it is a dish that you brought yourself.
